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The Relationship Between Acculturation and Humor
Styles Among Mainland Chinese University Students
in Hong Kong

Abstract

This study attempts to examine the relationship between acculturation
and humor styles among Mainland students studying in Hong Kong
universities. A sample of 215 Mainland Chinese students participated in
the study by completing the Humor Styles Questionnaire (HSQ) and the
Acculturative Hassles Scale for Chinese Students (AHSCS). Affiliative
humor is negatively correlated with language deficiency and social
interaction, whereas aggressive humor and self-defeating humor are
positively correlated with cultural difference. Male students used
significantly more aggressive humor and self-defeating humor than
female students while female students used significantly more affiliative
humor than male students. Taken together, use of adaptive humor,
particularly affiliative humor, can help Mainland students to adjust well
to living in Hong Kong.
